STUDENT TECHNOLOGY ACCEPTABLE USE AGREEMENT
Wetaskiwin Regional Public Schools has installed a Wide Area Network connecting all of its facilities together. Included in the services available is access to the Internet for students.  The School Board strongly believes in the educational value of such electronic services to our students. 

Wetaskiwin Regional Public Schools has taken precautions to restrict access to controversial materials from the Internet. However, on a global network, it is impossible to control all materials. Accidental exposure to controversial materials may occur, or a determined user may discover controversial information. We firmly believe that the value of information and interaction available on this worldwide network outweighs the possibility that users may access material that is not consistent with the educational goals of Wetaskiwin Regional Public Schools. It is understood that Wetaskiwin Regional Public Schools does not control material on the Internet and that Wetaskiwin Regional Public Schools is therefore unable to control the content of data that a student may discover or encounter through use of the Internet. 

Guidelines 

The Information and Communication Technology curriculum specifies what students from kindergarten to grade 12 are expected to know and be able to do with respect to technology. Use of the network and the Internet is part of this curriculum. 

Wetaskiwin Regional Public Schools reserves the right to review any material on user accounts to determine if specific uses of the network are acceptable. Internet access is a privilege, not a right. It is provided to conduct research and to communicate with others. Inappropriate use will result in cancellation of network privileges and may result in additional disciplinary or legal actions. 

This computer use form is required for student use of any computer in any Wetaskiwin Regional Public School. It has two parts, both of which are to be signed. The first part is a student declaration showing acceptance of the definitions of unacceptable use of the computer network and of the disciplinary consequences arising from misuse of the computer network. The second part is a parental acknowledgement that they have been informed what acceptable computer use is. 

We encourage the guardian to discuss the following page with the student, so that the student understands what is acceptable use and the disciplinary consequences that may arise from misuse of the computer network.

By signing this contract, I agree not to: 

1.   Use the division/school network for non-educational purposes. 

2.   Use the Internet without permission from a teacher. 

3.   Transmit, or obtain access to, any material in violation of any Canadian law. 

4.   Seek out, download or introduce into the computer system any information defined as obscene, sexually explicit, defamatory, abusive, racially offensive, threatening, illegal or encouraging illegal behavior. If access to such material is gained by accident, it is the user's responsibility to cease access immediately and must report such material to a teacher. 

5.   Download any files without specific permission from a teacher. 

6.   Introduce any file for which there is not consent (i.e. copyright infringement). 

7.   Introduce any software or files into the system that will damage the system (i.e. viruses).

8.   Misuse hardware or software (i.e. vandalism). 

9.   Send unwanted email (i.e. harassment). 

10. Persistently annoy another user or interfere with another user's work. 

11. Use language that is inappropriate. 

12. Intentionally waste printer resources. 

13. Reveal personal information about myself or any other person to anyone on-line. 

14. Share my password or attempt to log on as another student or a system administrator. 

15. Bring food or drink into the computer lab. 

Consequences of Unacceptable Use

1. Suspension or termination of computer privileges.

Additional disciplinary action determined at the school level and consistent with school and district policy on student behavior. 

3. Referral to law enforcement agencies if required.
