2009 – 2010 was the first year of implementation for the Norwood Comprehensive Program Plan (CPP). The following is a summary of the programs and strategies addressed during the aforementioned school year. 

In the area of Personal/Social Development the following items were achieved:

· Parent Newsletter Articles

· Parent Session on Fostering Positive Relationships 
· Parent Session on Childhood Development

· Began developing a Parent Resource Library

· Completed weekly Positive Behavioral Supports Lessons during Collaboration Time

· Monthly Positive Behavioral Support recognition assemblies were held and led by Leadership students

· Worked with 27 individual parents regarding relationship concerns

· Worked one on one or in small groups with  42 students

· Grade 4 students integrated into a variety of classrooms during eating time. 

In the area of Educational Development the following items were achieved:
· Parent Newsletter Articles focusing on academic, study skills and interviews 

· Parent Session on Study Skills

· Study skills was added to the Positive Behavioral Supports Program

· Collaboration lessons address the student body on listening, test taking, organization

In the area of Career Development the following items were achieved:

· School wide Career Fair was held in March  2010 (Gr. 1 – 6)

· Students dressed up as a career of choice during a spirit day

· Students completed interest inventories 

· Students completed posters/paragraphs on careers of interest

The first year of implementation was a success as office referrals decreased to , Positive Recognition Slips given to students was at 3933 for the year and parent feedback on the school survey and at parent session was positive.

The CPP committee is looking forward to the second year of implementation with more focus on the academic strategies and goals.
